MIEF-2012 Outcomes: New Contexts and New Understanding 
Interconnections between Energy and Sustainable Development
Post-Release 
The Moscow International Energy Forum «Russian Fuel and Energy Complex in the XXI Century» (MIEF-2012) has finished its work. The Forum was participated by more than 2,000 delegates, including: experts, politicians, businessmen and representatives of legations from 23 countries, official delegations from 28 Russian Federation constituent entities, and about 300 journalists from over 100 Russian and foreign media. The produced reports and presentations, adopted resulting documents, as well as the wide media coverage by the Forum media-partners have confirmed the status of MIEF as of one of the most prominent and important public events in the Russian power industry’s life.  MIEF has securely established its reputation as an international discussion platform for the most acute and urgent issues of today’s power industry to be discussed on the highest expert and representation level.
The Forum’s main topic «World Power Industry and Sustainable Development» has been interesting both for the event participants and mass media. This theme, though being conceptually ambiguous and relatively new for the power industry community, enabled the forum speakers to develop open conversation and original discussion to reveal entirely new meanings and contexts of the interrelations between power industry and society, power industry and sustainable development, human and biosystem. The forum organizers highlighted the activity demonstrated by the business sector representatives and their readiness to discuss their new role and new mission in terms of sustainable development.
         The Forum provided its participants with a unique opportunity to present new ideas, state a new approach to the events being observed in the global and Russian power industry, and independently evaluate strategic documents, decisions and statements by representatives of the authorities and business.   

The Forum was participated by the leading Russian and world experts, representatives of the international organizations, the biggest Russian and international corporations, representatives of the federal and regional authorities, as well as the leading scientists of the Russian Academy of Sciences. The high expert level of the participants favored comprehensive examination and analysis of the questions on the agenda.
